Dear Friends and Competitors, 

     This three-phase event will include Dressage, 
Cones and Section E (only) of the Marathon. It is a 
one-day event.  Classes will include miniature 
horses (VSE), ponies, and horses, both singles and 
multiples. The event is geared primarily towards 
Training and Preliminary level drivers, however 
Intermediate and Advanced drivers are welcome.   

     All drivers will drive the same Marathon course, 
regardless of division.  Training and Preliminary 
drivers will have separate classes for VSE’s, ponies 
and horses, as well for singles and multiples. All  
Intermediate drivers may be combined into a single 
division, as may be all Advanced drivers. 

     The show committee encourages you to ask 
questions if you are unsure of any phase of this 
event. The purpose of this event is two-fold: to pro-
vide a fun driving experience and to learn more 
about Combined Driving.  We are looking forward 
to this event and to having you with us. 

     If you are not bringing a horse, consider volun-
teering.  You can still have fun and be part of the 
action!

5. Out of state horses must have proof of a negative Cog-
gins test performed within the last six months.  

6. ALL DOGS MUST BE ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES! 

7. ADS veterinary and cruelty rules will be observed. If dur-
ing the show an animal is deemed unfit to continue, this de-
cision, under the aegis of the judge, will be final. 

8. Junior drivers under 14 years of age, except those driv-
ing VSE/miniature horses, must be accompanied in the car-
riage by a knowledgeable adult horseperson. Failure to 
comply will incur elimination. 

9. A groom/navigator is required for all turn-outs on the 
marathon , except for VSE/miniature horses. Additional 
passengers are permitted.  Groom/navigators must be at 
least 14 years of age. 

10. A spares kit and breeching and/or brakes are required 
for the marathon. 

11. Appropriate dress is recommended for the driver and 
passenger. 

12. HARD HATS are required for the marathon. 

13. Class specifications can be found in the description of 
Divisions and Class Specifications. 

14.  Groom/navigators may ride more than once if schedul-
ing permits.  A driver may compete with more than one 
turnout if scheduling permits.  A driver may ride as groom/
navigator for another competitor if scheduling permits. 

WARNING:  Under Colorado law, an equine pro-
fessional is not liable for any injury to or the death 
of a participant in equine activities resulting from 
the inherent risks of equine activities, pursuant to 
Section 13-21-119, Colorado Revised Statutes. 



GENERAL RULES 

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY BEFORE 
SUBMITTING ENTRIES. 

1. A bridle with reins attached and passed through 
the saddle terrets must be in place whenever a hors e 
is put to a vehicle.   Failure to comply will incur elimina-
tion. 

2. The 20 Mile House Combined Driving Trial will be 
conducted and judged according to American Driving 
Society rules. 

3. Neither the management of the event, the Organizing 
Committee, the Show Committee, nor the property own-
ers of any property used during the event accept any re-
sponsibility for accidents, damage, injury or illness to the 
horses, owners, riders, driver, employees, attendants, 
spectators or any other person or property in connection 
with this competition. 

4. HARNESS AND VEHICLES MUST BE IN GOOD 
CONDITION, SAFE, uniform in appearance, and of an 
accepted style.  Vehicles may have iron or solid rubber 
tires.  Pneumatic tires will be allowed at all levels for 
Very Small Equines.  Pneumatic tires will be allowed for 
horse and pony vehicles in Training Level only.  Vehi-
cles, harnesses or equipment that are found to be un-
safe will not be allowed to compete or remain in use dur-
ing the event.

DIVISIONS AND CLASS SPECIFICATIONS 
                

TRAINING:   Recommended for competitors beginning com-
bined driving competition. It is an introduction to the sport 
for horse and driver.  The tests acquaint competitors with 
the basic gaits, figures, and obstacles that are the founda-
tion of all Combined Driving Events. Entries will drive ADS 
Training Level Dressage Test 3, 1994. The marathon will 
consist of no more than 4 obstacles with 3 gates each.  Ob-
stacles will not be timed individually, but time in the obsta-
cles will count towards the total marathon time.  Marathon:  
Horses 14 kph; ponies 12 kph; VSE 9 kph.  Cones: Horses 
& ponies 180 mpm; VSE 160 mpm. 
     

PRELIMINARY: Recommended for horses and drivers with 
some prior competition experience and who would like to 
further their training experience and training program. The 
tests encourage development of basic gaits, obedience, 
suppleness and balance. Entries will drive ADS Preliminary 
Level Dressage Test 4, 1994. The marathon will consist of  
up to 4 timed obstacles with up to 4 gates.  Marathon 
speed:  Horses 14 kph; ponies 12 kph; VSE 9 kph.  Cones: 
Horses & ponies 200 mpm; VSE 180 mpm. 
     

INTERMEDIATE: Recommended for horses and drivers with 
prior competition experience who would like to compete at a 
higher level. Entries will drive ADS Intermediate Level Dressage 
Test 3, 1994 in a 40 x 80m arena (changing any 5-loop serpen-
tines to 3-loop). The marathon will consist of at least 4 marathon 
obstacles and as many gates (up to 5) as each obstacle can ac-
commodate.  Obstacles will be timed. Marathon speed 15 kph.  
Cones 210 mpm. 
   

ADVANCED: Recommended for the horses and drivers with 
considerable prior competition experience.  Entries will drive FEI  
Dressage Test 7 (Singles) (Pairs: FEI Dressage Test 6) in a 40 x 
80m arena (changing any 5-loop serpentines to 3-loop). The 
marathon will consist of at least 4 marathon obstacles and as 
many gates (up to 6) as each obstacle can accommodate. Mara-
thon speed 15 kph.  Cones 230 mpm singles & pairs, 210 mpm 
tandem & four.

If you’re someone who’s competed at 
many CDS events, this is a way to give back to the club.  If you’re 
just starting to drive, it’s a way to learn about competitive driving.  
It’s also a chance to spend a day outside with fun people doing 
something worthwhile. 
     We’re looking for volunteers on three different occasions.   
     On Saturday, July 11, we’ll prepare the park.  We need to 
mow the marathon course, cut any branches and brush in the haz-
ards or elsewhere on course that could interfere with competitors, 
make sure the hazards are in good shape, and generally check over 
and clean-up the grounds. 
     On Saturday, July 18, we’ll set the courses.  We’ll be setting 
up two dressage arenas and two cones arenas.  We’ll also mark 
and measure the marathon course and mark the gates in the haz-
ards.  If you’re competing on July 18, this is a great chance to see 
the course ahead of time without having to worry about what your 
horse is up to or when you need to be in an arena. 
     On Sunday, July 19, in the early morning, we need folks to set 
up shade, tables and chairs for the officials, to measure wheels, 
and to hand out competitor packets. Then we’ll need folks to get 
competitors in and out of the dressage and cones arenas, and set 
up downed balls and cones.  During the lunch hour, we’ll need a 
couple of drivers for the marathon course “walk” and people to 
dismantle the cones and dressage arenas.  Then we’ll need many 
timers and judges for the marathon and its hazards.  When every-
thing’s over, we’ll need folks to take down the marathon course 
and hazard markers, take down sunshades and equipment, and 
pack everything up. 
     We’re happy to have you for all or just part of the day.  Either 
way, we’ll feed you—and thank you!
